JAWS: 
Job Access with Speech is a leading screen reader for blind users to access a computer simply by hearing a synthesized voice read the content of the screen.  Works with most computer applications and is used in the work place as well as on home computers.
MAGIC:  
The Magic screen reader allows someone with usable vision to magnify the content of a screen in order to access the written material easier.  Magic also has a voice built in but also runs well with Jaws as a great companion.  

PAC MATE:  
A portable PDA with a pocket version of Jaws.  This device allows for keeping a calendar, word processing, internet browsing and doing email on the go.
